Each team will receive tournament passes based upon their official roster. The pass must be displayed at all times to gain entry into the ice arena. Each player and coach will receive a complimentary program.

Programs:				Additional programs may be purchased for $2 each.

Rules and Guidelines:	The 2013 NJCAA Hockey Tournament will run in accordance with the NJCAA rules and regulations and NCAA playing rules. Each participating team may dress a maximum of 18 skaters plus up to 3 goaltenders. (Must dress at least two).  A three-man officiating system will be used consisting of two referees and one assistant referee. The officials for the championship game will not have officiated any of the previous tournament games. 


Skate Sharpening:	Skate sharpening will be available through Locker Room Sports at the arena for a $6 fee per set of skates.  Sharpening will be available during all practice sessions and prior to and during all games.


Official Scorebook: 	The official scorebook will be kept by Monroe Community College.  Competing teams may keep their own, but those sheets are unofficial.


Hospitality Room:	A hospitality room for coaches, college personnel, media and staff will be at the Sports Centre rink.  You must show your tournament pass to gain entrance to the room.


Awards:	There will be an awards ceremony immediately following the Championship Game.  Awards presented will include the 
Champion and Runner-up trophies, plus individual medals for the winning team.  Other awards include Coach of the Tournament, an All-Tournament team consisting of seven players, and Tournament MVP.
